The READ campaign was created in 1985 by the American Library Association, and has proven immensely effective in 

promoting literacy among all age groups. More than 150 celebrities have donated their images for these posters, which 
convey the simple, but potent message: READ.   

 
The Sierra Madre Library launched its READ™ campaign in January 2011. Posters feature one or more Sierra Madre 

residents who are active in the local community, usually posing with a favorite book.  Souvenir bookmarks bearing the 

same design as the poster are also made available for takeaway at the Library.
